The color of the real world appears when lights reflect and interweave between objects. When light encounters a smooth
flat surface, it bounces evenly back into the air, clothing the object with a fascinating shining brilliance. Jan Vermeer, one
of the greatest painters of the Dutch Golden Age, is a representative figure who was particularly fond of light and shadows.
He would add layers after layers of paint to bring out the elegant shine of the object itself. His masterpiece, the “Girl with
a Pearl Earring” depicts not only the breathtaking allure of the girl herself, but also the translucent pearl on her earlobe.
Vermeer used his paintbrush to transform a moment in time into a timeless collection that sparkled over a century.

We cannot stop fantasizing about shadow and light all day long. The painting "Girl with a Pearl Earring" reflects a
mysterious beam that draws many artists to it with the intention of reinterpreting it. The female writer Tracy Chavelier uses
this painting as her creative source, constructing a structurally sound novel by the same name with three artistic elements:
specific background, character settings, and art analysis. Later the film adaption’s rigorous and elegant presentations all add
to the value of the painting itself, moving us with every detail. It is this classic painting that we wish to pay tribute to with
our feast of clothes.

We outline the silhouette of this season’s clothing along with the elegant camera movement. Starting from the faint light
that falls through the studio’s window frame, the romance of the Baroque period is clearly shown through the wavy lines
that are contrasted with lace for boldness and artistic effect, echoing the feverish use of lace in this season’s hottest style.
The transparent nature of the light is presented through the organza as we layer transparent and non-transparent fabrics to
express the mysterious charm of the light. As the model’s body sways the multi-layered fabric, the play of light and shadow
suddenly appear.

As we turn our gaze to Vermeer's painting below, we see how the artist constructs the image using pointillism, his preferred
painting technique. Inspired by Vermeer’s pointillism, we developed numerous abstract ink prints that are reminiscent of a
flourishing garden during spring and summer.

Lastly, the distinctive character of the girl also brings profound meaning to the clothing’s silhouette. Deep under the girl’s
delicate feature hides a strong resilience at heart; it is this co-existence of these two contrasting features that form the best
inspiration for the designersofevaouiu.
